Bu ¢alisma, dinin felsefeyle olan iliskisini
sistematik bir diizlemde tartisarak teolojik diisiincenin
¢agdas yorumuna katki saglamaktadur.

Ikinci makale, Dog. Dr. Hiiseyin Maraz'in kaleminden
¢tkan “Din Istismarinda Bir Sanat: ‘Kussdsik” baslikl
calismadir. Erken dénem Islam toplumlarinda ‘kussds’
olarak bilinen anlaticilarin dinf icerikli hikdyeler yoluyla
nasil etki olusturduklarint ve bu etkinin zamanla
istismara doniisebilen boyutlarini analiz etmektedir.

Dil ve ustil ilimlerine dair katki ise Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Irfan
Kaya ve Sinan Arslan’in birlikte kaleme aldigi “Nahiv
Ustiliiniin Gelisiminde Diger Ustl ilimlerinin Etkileri”
baslikli makalede yer almaktadir.

In her critical analysis of the hadith tradition, Dr. Ebru
Adiyaman, in her article titled “The Problem of
Overpraise in the Hadith Tradition: A Case Study of Two
Widely Circulated Narrations about Aisha”, examines the
textual structure and content of these narrations and
provides a thought-provoking discussion on how the
issue of exaggerated praise is approached within hadith
scholarship.

In the field of social sciences, the article by Dr. Hilmi Keles
and Prof. Dr. thsan Capcioglu, “Preservation of Religious-

Cultural Identity in Immigrants: Factors Affecting the
Integration of Turkish Muslims into French Society”,
offers an in-depth field study on how immigrant identity
is shaped by religious and cultural dynamics, and how

these affect integration processes in Western contexts.

Contributing to this issue with a book review, flyas Unlii
analyzes “On Mythology -Sacred Narratives from
Ancient Societies to the Present” by Abdulkadir Kiyak. In
his review, he evaluates this interdisciplinary work that
examines the concept of myth through the lenses of
religion, culture, ritual, and psychology, offering a
holistic and accessible approach that is both scholarly
and intellectually enriching.
