Sayimin ilk makalesinde Selahattin Aydemir, Hz. Peygamber’in hadislerinin kisilik ve ahlak insasindaki belirleyici
roliinii, Buhari’nin el-Edebii’l-Miifred adli eseri Ozelinde incelemektedir. Nebevi ahlakin bireyin maddi ve manevi
gelisimindeki islevsel yoniinii ortaya koyan bu calisma, hadislerin teorik birer metin olmanin 6tesinde, sahsiyet insasina
rehberlik eden canl birer kaynak oldugunu vurgulamaktadir.

Fatma Esen ve Dog¢. Dr. Sevim Yilmaz tarafindan kaleme alinan makale, XVII. yiizyil sairlerinden Seyhiilislam
Yahya'nin Divani’'nda yer alan Sakiname iizerinden tasavvufi remizlerin kullanimini ele almaktadir. Calisma, sarap, saki ve
meyhane gibi sembollerin tasavvufi anlam diinyasi igerisindeki karsiliklarini ¢oziimleyerek, Seyhiilislam Yahya'nin poetik ve
tasavvufi yoniine dair yerlesik kabullerin yeniden degerlendirilmesine imkan sunmaktadir.

Toplumsal bir meseleye Kur'an merkezli bir bakis sunan Prof. Dr. Fatma Asiye Senat, bosanma sonras: baba
yoksunlugunu “gériinmeyen bir sosyal yara” olarak ele almaktadir. flgili ayetler, niiz{il ortami ve tefsir literatiirii cercevesinde
yapilan bu analiz, babanin bosanma sonrasinda evladina kars: sorumlulugunun dini, ahlaki ve toplumsal boyutlarin giiclii bir
sekilde giindeme tasimaktadir.

Dr. Seyfettin [liter’in calismasi, Tiirk diisiince hayatinin nemli isimlerinden Nurettin Topgu’nun isyan, ahlak ve toplum
anlayisini merkeze almaktadir. Topcu'nun “isyan ahlaki” kavramini felsefi ve toplumsal boyutlariyla ele alan bu makale,
bireyden topluma uzanan ahlak temelli bir doniistim fikrini gliniimiiz agisindan yeniden diisiinmeye davet etmektedir.

Bu sayimizda ayrica iki 6nemli kitap degerlendirmesi yer almaktadir. Dr. Nuran Déner, Mustafa Uzgur'un Tasavvufta
[letisim: Anlam, Metot ve Uygulamalar Uzerine Nitel Bir Arastirma adli eserini degerlendirerek, tasavvuf arastirmalarina
disiplinlerarasi1 bir perspektif kazandiran bu ¢alismanin ilmi degerini ortaya koymaktadir. Ercan Celik ise Christoph Wilhelm
Liideke'nin Tiirklerde Din ve Devlet Yonetimi adli eserini, din sosyolojisi baglaminda ele alarak 18. yiizyil Osmanli toplumunun
dini yasamina dair sundugu verileri kapsamli bigimde tanitmaktadir.

Aralik 2025 sayimizda yer alan bu ¢alismalar, Sultan lahiyat Arastirmalar1 Dergisi'nin ilmi titizligi onceleyen, klasik ve
cagdas yaklasimlari bulusturan yaym anlayisii stirdiirdiigiinii bir kez daha gostermektedir. Her bir makalenin,
okuyucularimizin akademik calismalarina katki sunacagina ve yeni diisiinsel tartismalara zemin hazirlayacagina inanryoruz.

Dear Readers,

We are pleased to present the December 2025 issue of the Sultan Journal of Theological Studies (SIAD) to our valued readership. Committed
to supporting interdisciplinary academic research with a focus on the theological sciences, this issue brings together original and high-quality
contributions from the fields of Hadith studies, Sufism, Qur’anic exegesis (tafsir), ethics, sociology of religion, and intellectual history. By
engaging the classical scholarly heritage alongside contemporary issues, we believe these studies will contribute meaningfully to both the
academic literature and ongoing social and ethical debates.

In the opening article of the issue, Selahattin Aydemir examines the decisive role of the Prophet’s hadiths in the formation of personality and
moral character, with particular reference to al-Bukhari’s al-Adab al-Mufrad. Highlighting the functional dimension of Prophetic ethics in
the individual’s material and spiritual development, the study emphasizes that hadiths are not merely theoretical texts but living sources
that actively quide character formation.

The article authored by Fatma Esen and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Sevim Yilmaz explores the use of Sufi symbols in the Saqiname found in the Divan
of the seventeenth-century poet Shaykh al-Islam Yahya. By analyzing symbols such as wine, the cupbearer, and the tavern within the Sufi
semantic universe, the study invites a reassessment of prevailing assumptions regarding Yahya's poetic and mystical dimensions.

Offering a Qur’an-centered perspective on a contemporary social issue, Prof. Dr. Fatma Asiye Senat addresses post-divorce father deprivation
as an “invisible social wound.” Through an analysis grounded in relevant Qur’anic verses, their occasions of revelation, and the tafsir
tradition, the study powerfully foregrounds the religious, ethical, and social responsibilities of fathers toward their children following divorce.

Dr. Seyfettin Iliter focuses on the concepts of rebellion, morality, and society in the thought of Nurettin Topgu, one of the most prominent
figures in Turkish intellectual history. By examining Topcu’s notion of the “ethics of rebellion” in its philosophical and social dimensions,
the article invites contemporary readers to reconsider the idea of a morality-based transformation extending from the individual to society as
a whole.

This issue also includes two significant book reviews. Dr. Nuran Déner evaluates Mustafa Uzgur’s Communication in Sufism: A Qualitative
Study on Meaning, Method, and Practices, highlighting its scholarly value and its contribution to Sufi studies through an interdisciplinary
lens. Ercan Celik, on the other hand, reviews Christoph Wilhelm Liideke’s Religion and State Governance among the Turks, situating the
work within the framework of the sociology of religion and offering a comprehensive introduction to its insights into the religious life of
eighteenth-century Ottoman society.

The contributions featured in our December 2025 issue once again demonstrate the Sultan Journal of Theological Studies” commitment to
scholarly rigor and its mission to bring classical and contemporary approaches into productive dialogue. We believe that each article will
enrich our readers’ academic endeavors and foster new avenues of intellectual discussion. On this occasion, we extend our sincere thanks to
all contributing authors, reviewers, editors, and members of our scientific board.
